Yellowstone Airport serves both general aviation pilots and commercial travelers.
SkyWest Airlines offers three daily flights via Salt Lake City through September. The
airport is open to private aircraft through mid-November but is closed over the winter
months due to weather conditions. It reopens to general aviation in mid-May and daily

commercial flights resume around June 1.

The airport offers the closest access to Yellowstone National Park, Big Sky, the Gallatin
River Corridor, Ennis and Virginia City, and Island Park. Services include rental cars and
ground transportation, a Fixed Base of Operation (FBO) with both general aviation and
jet fueling services, and a restaurant. The facility is owned and operated by the Montana

Department of Transportation, Aeronautics Division.
